YEAR, AND YET ANOTHER HUGE SEASON FOR BIRKENHEAD UNITED.

There are several reasons for this; 2023 marks

the celebration of our 60 years as an amateur
community club. It is amazing to reflect on the
journey that is rolled into this 60-years, serving the
people of Beach Haven, Birkdale, Birkenhead and
beyond. As well as excelling as a provider of quality
football experiences for all our coommunity.

Secondly, this year we are a Training Base Camp

Last weekend | watched the Men'’s Premier side
beat Takapuna on the Saturday, in their last outing
before formal hostilities resumed this weekend,
and | also watched the Women's Conference team
outclass a champion Div-2 Northern Rover's outfit
last Sunday, up at Greville Reserve. | couldn’t but
reflect on the journey that we have travelled, from a
club that used to be know as “rag-tag-Birkenhead”,
to a club that presents itself, both off and on the
pitch, with the pride and performances befitting of
a vibrant community club.

This year has already catapulted itself into existence,
with our three Open Days finishing with Junior

and Youth registrations increasing by 12%, and with
registrations still to close! Junior & Youth numbers

now exceed 1,000 members and the strength and
connection responsibilities have never been greater.

The Skill Centre programme, under the enthusiastic
leadership of Keith Lesslie and Jason Higgins, has
exploded, with the programme now supporting
150+ junior athletes aiming to make our st teams

in a few years. Similarly, the Youth programme,
equally enthusiastic, but delivering across the slightly
older 13th to 17th grades, is full and engaged in the
more cerebral process of developing fully formed
footballers, for as Johan Cruyff often said; “your body
is merely the means to get your brain around the
pitch”.
